SCORING One point will be awarded for finishing a race and one additional point for
each yacht defeated. A yacht that does not finish or a yacht that is disqual-
ified, will receive no point and will be counted as a defeated yacht. The
maximum number of starters will be used in awarding points. In case of a
dead heat total number of points for the positions involved will be divided
among the tied yachts even though this may result in fractions of a point.

MEASURING All sails, spars, etc., of yachts competing for the championship may be meas-
ured at any time at the direction of the R. C.

WARNING No entry will be accepted unless yacht has a certificate, and skipper and crew
conform with all eligibility requirements of the I. S. C. Y. R. A.
